     We appreciate all of our coaches who 

are so dedicated to BVAC and help our 

programs work. Several of our coaches 

return year after year, and some coach 3 

different sports during a yearôs time. They 

are one of BVACôs strengths; their loyalty 

to BVAC means so much to us. One of our 

employees said that she was in a store and 

child came up to her and said, ñHey, 

youôre my coach.ò Actually, she was the 

referee, but she could tell that being at 

BVAC was a great experience for that 

child. We hope and pray that BVAC can 

be a happy and joyful memory for all the 

people who pass through its grounds, and 

when the kids look back as an adult, they 

can say, ñI used to play at BVAC and now 

my grandkids are playing there.ò
